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From Jerry Cummins (02 Stained Glass 
Restoration) & Jill Stehn 
You cannot help but notice that our “Christmas”  letter 
has this year become our “New Year”  letter!  It’s an 
indication of the fullness and busyness of our lives in 
2007, which has been another rewarding year for us.   
 
Our work has been plentiful, and, once again, we 
travelled overseas to Europe.   
 
Our projects for new windows included a fully painted St 
Mark window with a local Australian landscape and flora 
and fauna for an Anglican church in Clermont, 
Queensland.  (We made a St Luke window for the same 
church in 2006).   
We have almost completed an intricately designed St 
Patrick window for a small catholic church in Mount 
Perry in country Queensland; a landscape memorial 
window based on the concept of “The Way”  for a 
catholic church in Brisbane; and have just begun four 
windows for the chapel at the new Mater Mothers’  
Hospital in Brisbane due to be completed end March 
2008, based on the theme of “The Tree of Life” .    
 
Our restoration projects included continuing work on the 
cyclone damaged leadlight windows at Mother of Good 
Counsel, Innisfail, Queensland; Six of a set of twelve 
fully painted and stained Brooks Robinson Studio 
(Melbourne) windows depicting the Life of Christ, Holy 
Trinity Anglican Church, Mackay, Queensland.  Each 
window is 2 metres high x 900mm wide. (We have been 
commissioned to restore the other six commencing in 
January 2008); Four large Edwardian leadlight windows 
(each 1.6 metres high x 750 wide), from St Patrick’s 
Catholic Church in Gympie, Queensland; Twelve Harry 
Clarke Studio (Ireland) stained glass panels from St 
Agatha’s Catholic Church in Clayfield, Brisbane, each 
about 900mm x 800mm; Eight diamond leadlight 
windows for St Sebastian’s School in Brisbane, each 
approximately1.2 metres high x 700mm wide; 
 
We currently have the “Robert the Bruce”  stained glass 
window (3 metres high x 1.5 metres wide) from the 
stairwell of Government House, Brisbane, which we will 
reinstall next week.  This has been a particularly exacting 
restoration of a window with degrading glass paints.  All 
1,000 pieces of it had to be carefully cleaned under 
magnifying lenses using deionised water and cotton buds.  
It has been an intense process and we will be relieved 
when it leaves our studio very soon.   
 
Work continues on the windows from The Abbey 
Museum of Art and Archaeology at Caboolture.  Again, 

this is highly demanding work.  The “God the Father”  
window was originally made out of about 35 pieces of 
glass but by the time it arrived in our studio some 500 
years after its making, it was in over 300 pieces.  Many 
of these we have been able to edge glue back to become 
the one original piece of glass with barely visible hairline 
joins in them.  One piece was in 38 pieces, but is now 
back to one piece.  This restoration also requires painting 
new pieces to perfectly match the original glass, glass 
paints, stains, enamels and techniques used, and that is 
quite a challenge.   
 
In early June we flew to Bangkok for two days (just to 
break the trip), and from there to Paris where we spent a 
week.  We then hired a small Renault and spent a further 
fourteen weeks in Europe.   
 
Our European trip this year was primarily an “art, glass 
and architecture”  trip. 
 
We travelled through France to Namur in Belgium, 
where we attended a three day conference on 19th 
century stained glass.  It was fantastic.  There were 200 
delegates from virtually every country in Europe, as well 
as some from America.  We were the only ones from the 
southern hemisphere.  Most people were surprised to 
discover that we actually do have stained glass in 
Australia, and were even more surprised at its breadth 
and quality.  We were reunited with people we had met 
during our 2002 Churchill Fellowship trip, and met many 
new people with whom we shared ideas, meals and 
drinks.  To be frank, we both wept our way through the 
first few sessions because they have so much knowledge 
and dedication and resources in Europe and we felt as if 
we were “back home” in their company. 
 
Gerry & Jilly went onto describe a very interesting trip 
but unfortunately I am running out of space. If anyone 
would like more details let me know and I shall send it to 
you. JV Ed 
 
Our staff now includes Gerry’s nephew, Paul Cummins, 
for on site removals and installations; Lucy, our new 
project manager, three days a week; Karen, our book-
keeper; Maggie and Cindy who have been with us for 
two years, who are now doing leadlighting; and Jules, 
who we employed for twelve months to help in the studio 
and around the yard.  They continued working while we 
were away – administration, looking after the yard, 
feeding the birds, and working on the windows from 
Innisfail.  It was so good to have work progressing while 
we were away.

I just wanted to let you know of the recent lectures I 
conducted at the Australian National University and the 
Sturt School of Wood. Developing and conducting 
lectures about my learnings was one of my 
recommendations outlined in my Churchill Report. 
 
The content of the lecture was about the Churchill 
Memorial Trust and Fellowships, and the skills and 
information I learnt during my Fellowship. It was great to 
be able to pass on what I had learnt about promoting the 
wood crafting industry to a number of craftsmen who are 
beginning their journey within the industry. 
 
There was great interest in the Trust and enthusiasm by 
the students about the future of the industry. The lectures 
included questions and general discussion about running 
a small business and promoting a boutique industry. I 
know I will stay in contact with a number of the students 
that I met during the lectures and will assist them in any 
way I can. 
 
The lecture received a very positive response and was 
from all feedback given, quite useful and encouraging.  
Their may be a future fellow among them if they are 
fortunate enough to travel that path. 
  
What I learnt during my Fellowship has increased my 
confidence in my abilities and skills and I am delighted 
to be able to share knowledge with other craftsmen about 
developing this industry in Australia. I have also been 
meeting with other wood craftsmen in south east 
Queensland to discuss the successful promotion of the 
industry as a collective group as I witnessed in the USA.
